Whereas, we feel that the women cannot bring about this religious renaissance alone, but need the assistance
and cooperation of the synagogues,

Therefore, be it resolved, that this body in convention assembled do hereby ask the Union of American Hebrew
Congregations to give its earnest and sincere attention to the advisability of having the synagogues (wherever
possible) open every day if only for an hour or more, where even without services, one could go for spiritual
solace and comfort.
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
